     Last spring we added a second morning worship service to address the overcrowded conditions 
of our Sunday morning worship.  We are currently running between 90 ï 110 people in the first 
service.  That has obviously freed up around 100 seats in our second worship service and created 
room for more people to come and worship with us.  However, you may have noticed over the past 
few weeks that our second service is again getting fairly crowded. 
 
     Now, let me be the first to say that I am thrilled to have this problem!  It is exciting to see new 
faces almost every week and feel the excitement of a growing church family.  But, as Pat Massie  
always says, weôve always got to be looking for ñone more soulò and continually making room for 
more.  So Iôve been thinking about how we can continue to make room for more people to come and 
be a part of our TCCC family.  Our church leadership has been working on some long-term solutions 
that we are excited to tell you about in the coming weeks.  But, in the meantime, Iôd like to  
encourage you to partner with us in a short-term solution. 
 
   One very cost-effective remedy would be if some more of our second-service folks would consider 
worshipping at 8:30 as opposed to 11.  First-time visitors are usually going to check out our second 
service, so that is where we need to be continually making more room.  We strive to make the first  
service identical to the second.  Both services have the same praise and worship music, same  
sermon, and same special music.  Some folks tend to prefer the feel of a smaller congregation 
where they can know everybody they worship with each week.  The First service kind of provides 
that ñsmall churchò feel where it is possible to know most everyone.  By worshipping at the 8:30 hour, 
you also will find that, after attending Sunday school, you are set to enjoy a wonderful remainder of 
the Lordôs Day from 10:45 on.  This leaves plenty of time for family activities and gets you to the  
restaurants well before the lunch time rush. 
 
   I hope you will consider regularly joining us for worship at 8:30.  Thanks for all you do to make 
TCCC a vibrant, growing church family.  And thanks for helping us continually work to ñmake room
